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Offering Multiple Pathways to Opportunities

At VTC, we focus on students’ success, not just in school
but also in their future life roles. We provide professional
development opportunities, well-equipped facilities and
quality teaching as well as supportive environment where
students can explore their potential and hone their skills
geared to graduation and employment.

We provide flexible study pathways from diploma to degree
levels, equipping students with professional knowledge and
skills in a wide spectrum of professions.

Many of our training programmes are accredited or validated
by professional bodies, with which we maintain links to
enhance placement and employment prospects.
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Developing Skills to Adapt and Succeed

We take an approach that is practical, hands-on and geared
to encouraging lifelong learning, so skill sets remain

fresh. Our curriculum combines knowledge and skills, an
approach we refer to as “think and do”. Students are able
to get a taste of the real work world with professional

work placements, internships or project-based learning
assignments.

We open up a wide range of professional possibilities by
bringing in dual-track vocational training that is benchmarked
against international standard. With the support from the
Government and industry, the VTC Earn & Learn Scheme was
launched in 2014 to provide students of different levels

with structured classroom learning and on-the-job training.
Students can earn a steady income while acquiring
knowledge and developing skills to pursue a bright future.
We also introduce workplace learning and assessment in our
programmes to enhance students’ learning outcomes.

To cater the diverse interests and aspirations of youth, the
Vocational Baccalaureate programme was launched in
2018 for Secondary 3 leavers. With the multiple articulation
pathways, graduates can pursue further studies at local and
overseas universities or at higher education institutes under
the VTC.
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Integrating Technology and Innovation in
Learning

In response to the ever-growing demand for skilled IT
professionals across diverse industries, we established
the Hong Kong Institute of Information Technology (HKIIT)
in 2023 to cultivate IT specialists to enhance Hong Kong'’s

competitive advantage in the field of information technology.

Besides, our member institutions make good use of
technology and adopt an innovative approach in teaching
and learning. Advanced facilities ranging from Electric
Vehicles Training Centre, HKDI Virtual Production Studio,
Smart City Innovation Centre and STEM Education
Centre, HealthTech Centre, Building Information Modelling
Innovation Hub (BIMiHub), Media Lab, Innovation and
Technology Co-creation Centre, Cybersecurity Centre,

10T Innovation and Technology Centre to CLP Power
Engineering Laboratory located at different VTC campuses
also provide interactive and co-creation platforms

for students to acquire new skills in professional
environments and achieve better learning outcomes.

To meet evolving talent needs, we offer a diverse range of
programmes and co-creation projects to nurture creativity

and innovative problem-solving skills of the young generation.
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Acquiring the Mainland and International
Outlook

In addition to offering programmes that cater to

industry needs, VTC strives to strengthen our students’
competitiveness in the international workforce by

polishing their language and communication skills, expanding
global horizons and developing sound understanding to
national development opportunities.

We set up the Vocational and Professional Education
Services (Shenzhen) Company Limited (VPES), VTC’s first
operation centre in the Mainland, to deepen collaborations
with Mainland partners in a bid to expanding VTC students’
learning and employment opportunities in the Greater Bay
Area. Besides, we offer curriculum choices in collaboration
with Mainland VPET institutions to open up more

diverse development pathways for students. They are

also encouraged to broaden their learning and develop skills
through the wide range of experiential programmes and
exchange activities we provide.

We welcome students from the Mainland and around the
world to admit to VTC programmes. Experts and academics
are invited to Hong Kong to conduct lectures and workshops
to enrich the learning experience within VTC. In turn, Hong
Kong-based students and staff benefit from study and
exchange opportunities, gaining fresh inspiration and wider
perspectives.

We provide a range of generous scholarships for students,
creating opportunities for them to succeed. Students also
shine in international competitions showcasing the value and
importance of skills to the sustainable development of our
society and beyond.

We proactively develop programmes in emerging industry
sectors from innovative technology to multi-media, and
upgrade the campuses with smart facilities to better
serve the training needs and equip students with
professional knowledge and applied skills.
